ÅTo date, only 43 women have been awarded a Nobel Prize, 

out of 862 people and organizations who have been named 

laureates. (A total of 44 prizes have been awarded to 

women: Marie Curie won twice.)

AND--Men win more awards in the arts and 

humanities. 

Men write more books, publish more articles, 

and excel in almost all professional areas

Of all Pulitzer Prize winnersτfrom 1917 to 

2015, only 113 of the 814  were women.
